DESCRIPTION

The electric kettle is designed to heat or boil drinking
water. The built-in controller automatically switches
off the kettle when the water reaches boiling
temperature. For ease of use, the kettle is equipped
with a stand, due to which the power cable will not
interfere during operation. A hidden heating element
ensures  uniform  heating and  convenient
maintenance. The kettle can be placed on the stand
in any position (the circular contact provides 360°
rotation). The flask is made of high-quality tempered
glass.

* Do not lean over the nozzle of the operating device
to avoid getting burned by hot steam.

* Do not open the top cover of the device or remove
the kettle from the stand while water is boiling.

e The surface of the heating element and the body of
the kettle remain hot for some time after use.

« Do not touch the hot surfaces of the device. Hold it
only by the handle. Be careful when carrying the
device with hot water.

e When disconnecting the device from the power
supply, hold only the power plug. Do not pull the
power cord to avoid damage.

* Do not immerse the device or stand in water or any
other liquids. Failure to do so may result in electrical
shock.

e This appliance, including the stand, is not
dishwasher safe.

e Periodically check the power cord and plug for
damage. Do not operate the unit if there is any
damage to parts of the unit, stand, cord or plug.

o If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced
by the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly
qualified persons in order to avoid a hazard.

e It is forbidden to operate a non-working or damaged
device. It is forbidden to disassemble and repair it on
your own. Any technical operation should be carried
out only by authorized service centers.

e Clean the device from scale periodically. The
recommended method is specified in the instructions.
Do not use other methods, including treatment with
an abrasive sponge, the use of caustic agents, etc.

FIRST TURN ON

After transportation or storage of the device at low
temperatures, it is necessary to keep the device at
room temperature for at least two hours.

Place the kettle on the stand on a stable horizontal
surface. Connect the device to the network. When
switching on for the first time, fill the kettle to the MAX
level, boil the water, then drain it.

Wait until the kettle cools down, add fresh water, boil
the water again and drain it.

It is recommended to carry out several boiling cycles
before normal use.

USAGE

Remove the kettle from the stand. Open the lid of the
kettle by pulling the lid opening handle. Fill the kettle

with the required amount of water.

Make sure that the water level on the water level
scale does not exceed the MAX mark and is not
below the MIN mark. The level scale is located on the
kettle body.

Attention! If the maximum level is exceeded, boiling
water may be released.

Attention! The kettle has overheating protection
when turned on without water. When overheating, the
protective device is triggered, which turns off the
kettle. If the protective device is triggered, wait 15-20
minutes for the kettle to cool down and return to
working condition.

Make sure the kettle lid is tightly closed.

Carefully place the kettle on the stand and plug it in.
Press the power button.

Pour water out of the kettle after removing it from the
stand. Hold the kettle only by the handle.

Attention! When removing the kettle from the stand,
make sure it is switched off.

Attention! Do not fill a hot kettle with cold water
immediately after pouring boiling water out of it. Wait
until the kettle body cools down.

Attention! The kettle handle has an automatic switch
that is triggered by the steam of boiling water. The
resulting condensate may leak out of the kettle
handle body.

Attention! When using for the first time, a foreign
smell may appear, which is not a consequence of the
device malfunction. This is normal. The smell will
disappear after several turns on.

TOUCH PANEL OPERATION

1. Temperature Indicator
Displays the current water temperature and the
selected heating temperature in real time.

2. 40 °C Button (Milk)
In the setting mode, press the button briefly — the
kettle will heat the water to 40 °C.

3. 70 °C Button (Honey Tea)
In the setting mode, press the button briefly — the
kettle will heat the water to 70 °C.

4. 80 °C Button (Green Tea)
In the setting mode, press the button briefly — the
kettle will heat the water to 80 °C.

5. 90 °C Button (Coffee)
In the setting mode, press the button briefly — the
kettle will heat the water to 90 °C.

6. Temperature Increase/Decrease Buttons

Each @@ press changes the set temperature in
5 °C increments, within the range of 40 °C to 100 °C.

7. Keep-Warm Button
In the setting mode, press the ® button once. A

sound signal will be heard, and the® button
indicator will start blinking.

After selecting the desired temperature (using the
increase/decrease buttons or directly choosing 40 °C,
70 °C, 80 °C, or 90 °C), the keep-warm mode will be
activated.

Duration of the mode — 2 hours. If the water
temperature drops about 5 °C below the set value,
heating will automatically resume.

8. Power Button (100 °C Button)

In the setting mode, press the o button briefly. A
double sound signal will be heard, the temperature
will be set to 100 °C, and all four temperature button

indicators @@ ®Y will light up. The tempe-
rature icon will display the current temperature, and
the boiling process will begin.

After boiling, a double sound signal will be heard,

three button indicators @@ will turn off, and
the temperature display will switch off after 30
seconds.

The power button will then switch to the “soft
blinking” mode.

9. Memory Function in Keep-Warm Mode
After boiling and reaching the set temperature, the
memory function is activated.

If within 10 lifts of the kettle the water temperature
does not drop more than 8 °C below the set value,
the keep-warm mode will continue and the timer will
reset from the last lift.

If this condition is not met, the keep-warm mode will
turn off.

CLEANING AND CARE

Before cleaning and maintaining, unplug the device
from the power supply and wait until the device has
cooled down.

To maintain results, perform regular care and
maintenance.

Do not immerse the device or stand in water or any
other liquids. Failure to do so may result in electrical
shock.

Use a soft, non-abrasive damp sponge to wipe the
surfaces of the device. It is permissible to use mild



cleaning agents that do not contain abrasives. After
cleaning, wipe the surfaces dry with a soft cloth.

DESCALING

Scale in the form of a white coating may form on the
internal parts of the kettle. This may affect the quality
of the water and also deteriorate the thermal
conductivity of the thermoelement. It is recommended
to regularly descale the kettle.

To clean, follow these steps:

1. Dilute water with table vinegar in a ratio of 3:1 (one
part vinegar to three parts water).

2. Fill the kettle with the resulting solution to the
maximum mark.

3. Bring to a boil and leave overnight.

4. Pour the solution out of the kettle.

5. Fill the kettle with clean water, bring to a boil and
pour out the water. Repeat this step 3 times. 6. The
kettle is ready for further use.
